Your Child’s Self Esteem

One goal of the The Suzuki method is to build a child’s self-
esteem. Self-esteem can be described as an individual’s overall
judgment of his or herself. Children with high self-esteem believe
that they are capable and have the ability to develop competence
in tasks. These children are able to handle mistakes and have the
confidence to move toward goals even when they suffer setbacks.
A Key factor in building self-esteem is giving a child
unconditional love. Here are some other ways to build a child’s
self-esteem:
¢ Give your child a period of undivided attention each day.
4 Listen carefully to what your child is saying.
¢ Make sure that your child has responsibilities that are age
appropriate.
Set rules so that your child will know what is expected.
Don’t do for your child what she can do without your help.
Avoid criticizing and comparing your child to others.
Celebrate your child’s uniqueness.
¢ Use praise often and in a meaningful way. Praise how well
they do something rather than their intelligence, beauty.
¢ Build your own self-esteem so that your child will perceive
you as a self-confident person. Parents with high self-
